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The CCSO’s Detention Center
Expansion Project taking shape
and in some areas construction
is ahead of schedule.

The new video visitation center
has walls, a roof, the windows
are in, and the heating and air
units are almost operational.
The center could open for busi-
ness as early as early 2012.
When the visitation center
opens, the new parking lot adja-
cent to it will open too, adding
100 new spaces. That will free
up parking for employees in the
lot next to the complex.

On the opposite side of the
complex, exterior concrete
panels are already going up for

the new medical, kitchen and
laundry facilities. Each wall
segment weighs about 5 tons
and they should all be erected
by the end of November.
Crews could start pouring the
slab for the new Enforcement
Bureau in a week or so. That
new addition will house the
Street Operations unit and a
new auditorium/muster room.
Also in November, Hunt Con-
struction will be using two large
cranes to lift the pre-fabricated
cell modules into place. Each
module will comprise of two
cells and balcony and weighs
more than 50,000 pounds each.
One of the cranes is so large it

“We are moving ahead at an
expedited speed,” said Major
Thomas Gilberg. “But we are
keeping an eye on all the con-
tractors and subcontractors to
insure they provide us with a
high quality and secure facility.”
Gilberg added, “To the employ-
ees | ask that you continue to
bear with us and be patient.
